
How tyres influence braking performance:

Braking with ABS on a wet road surface 
(49–0 mph) at +3 °C

With summer tyres

With winter tyres approx. 12 % shorter braking distance
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Braking with ABS on snow  
(24–0 mph)

With summer tyres

With winter tyres approx. 19 % shorter braking distance
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Given as an example: braking distances in % (measured using tyres with Porsche specification). 
Braking distances optimised by the use of Porsche winter tyres. Absolute values may vary.
